
A drill with a 1" socket attached is needed 

to operate the winch of the Coliseum 

Hammer Cage in order to raise and lower 

the cage net. The Drill, socket and socket 

adapter are NOT provided by Gill Athletics.

The drill needs to be equipt with a 1/2" 

chuck and is made for heavy duty 

applications.

Below are examples of drills on the market. 

recommended by Gill Athletics.

Corded drill examples (or similar):
Milwaukee 3102-6•
Dewalt DW120K •

Corded:
7 amp motor @ 120 volt operation•
500 RPM or greater operating speed•

Cordless drill:
Minimum 20V motor•
500 RPM or greater operating speed•
